FBLA-OPOLY RULES & PROCEDURES 2011-2012


Go! Before You Begin
Adviser and President Info
· Submit contact information for your chapter president and adviser to your region vice president.

Getting Started (Purple)
Game Board - $60
· Print a FBLA-opoly game board and display it where it will be accessible to members. It will be posted on the state website and will be emailed to advisers.
State Newsletter - $60
· Distribute at least one issue of the state newsletter to all chapter members. It will be posted on the state website and will be emailed to advisers.
Distribute Tomorrow’s Business Leader - $60
· Distribute at least one issue of the national FBLA publication, Tomorrow’s Business Leader, to all chapter members. 

State Communication (Light Blue)
Monthly VP reports - $100
· Submit your chapter reports on time to your region vice president every month from September to February.
Submit Initial Dues - $100
· Submit your chapter’s initial dues by October 1, 2011.
Return Chapter Goals Sheet - $120
· Complete and return the Chapter Program of Work Goals Sheet to your region vice president. Keep a copy for your chapter records.

Networking (Pink)
Monthly Chapter Officer Meetings - $140
· Hold at least one chapter officer meeting each month from September to February
Joint Activity - $140
· Hold an activity in conjunction with another Career and Technical Student Organization at your school and/or an FBLA chapter from another Utah school.
· Example: opening social, business tour, or business speaker with FCCLA or FFA
Article to Local Media - $160
· Submit an article or press release to a local news source. Submit a copy to your region vice president for possible publication on the state website.

State Participation (Orange)
Utah FBLA Fall Leadership Conference - $180
· Register for and attend the Utah FBLA Fall Leadership Conference in October.

Invite State Officer - $180
· Invite a state officer to attend a regular member meeting or an activity hosted by your chapter. The state officer must be notified at least two weeks prior to the activity. If the state officer accepts the invitation and later cannot attend, then credit will still be received for this property.

Membership Madness - $200
· Have two members complete the national Membership Madness program form and send it to the national center before the deadline. A form can be found at http://www.fbla-pbl.org/web/page/665/sectionid/587/fbla.asp

Chapter Growth (Red)
Membership Drives - $220
· Conduct a membership drive and submit both the Recruitment Rally and Stay for State forms on time.
Chapter Activities - $220
· Conduct six chapter activities between September and February.
Business Speaker - $240
· Conduct a chapter activity in which you invite a business leader to speak to your chapter members.

Chapter Involvement (Yellow)
Newsletter Competitive Event - $260
· Submit two chapter newsletters to the state for competition in the Newsletter competitive event at the State Leadership Conference.
March of Dimes Fundraiser - $260
· Sponsor a fundraiser for the March of Dimes in your local chapter.
Member BAA - $280
· Have five members complete at least one level of the National Business Achievement Awards program.

Promotion (Green)
Business Tour - $300
· Tour a local business with your chapter.
FBLA Week - $300
· Celebrate FBLA week in your local chapter during the second week in February. You must include:
· A celebration of Adviser Appreciation Day on the Wednesday of FBLA Week.
· Two other chapter activities during the week (see Winter Newsletter for ideas).
Increase Membership - $320
· Increase chapter membership by 20% or 10 members from last year’s total membership.

National Involvement (Dark Blue)
Community Service Report - $350
· Perform a chapter service project and compete in the Community Service Project event at the State Leadership Conference.

Chapter Report - $350
· Submit a Local Chapter Annual Business Report for competition at the State Leadership Conference
Leader or America BAA - $400
· Have one member of your chapter complete the Leader or America level of the national Business Achievement Awards program.

Railroads
· As a chapter submit five (5) pictures from the activities completed on each side of the board at four (4) different times throughout the year. The five pictures should have a tag with them and should all be from the same side of the board.


Chance Cards

1. Officer Induction Ceremony (Purple/Light Blue)
· Recognize the election of your chapter officers by conducting an official inauguration ceremony. A copy of the duties of the officers, as well as the pledges they should take, can be found online at: dese.mo.gov/divcareered/documents/FBLA_Officer_Installation_Ceremony_Adapted.doc 

2. Emblem Ceremony (Purple/Light Blue)
· During a meeting present the FBLA logo using the information from this website: dese.mo.gov/divcareered/Business/FBLA/emblem_ceremony.ppt Give a detailed description of what the logo is and what it stands for.

3. Hold a Professional Workshop (Pink/Orange)
· Bring in a professional businessperson and have them give a presentation teaching skills to your FBLA chapter such as finding a job, interviewing skills, etc.

4. Promote Your Chapter (Pink/Orange)
· Using banners and posters promote your chapter of FBLA throughout your school and community. Leave the posters up for at least a month.

5. Presentation to Business Classes (Red/Yellow)
· Present FBLA to at least five (5) business classes at your school.

6. Competitive Events Study Lab (Red/Yellow)
· Hold a study lab at your school prior to an FBLA competition for practice within your chapter. This should help students study for tests or get speeches ready for competition.

7. Submit Activity Description to Webmaster (Green/Dark Blue)
· Submit a detailed description of one of your activities to the State Webmaster with a picture to be posted on the website.

8. Membership Mania (Green/Dark Blue)
